Status of JARC awards for 2010-2011

I’m expecting the Tompkins County Legislature to approve a resolution to allocate Federal JARC funds from a 2006 grant at its next meeting on June 15. Afterwards, the County will execute agreements with each party to assign funding to your project. I am preparing a template for our agreement now.

It is important that you know these three basic conditions placed on the use of the Federal JARC funds:    

1. Funds can only be used to implement the projects in your proposal. The agreement with your agency will spell out the scope of work for which the funds may be used. The grant is to reimburse eligible expenses (incurred since Jan. 1, 2010) and must be matched 100%, on a one-to-one basis. 
2. Federal funds come with requirements. These will be reviewed with you and be included in your agreement. You will need to send me a very brief report every quarter about your agency’s progress to implement your project and expend funds.

3. The grant agreement is through Dec 31, 2011. All funds need to be expended by that time. All claims for reimbursement need to be submitted to me by Jan 15, 2012. In June 2011, your progress to implement your project will be reviewed and a forecast of spending the grant funds will be prepared. The County reserves a right to re-allocate project funds among agencies to ensure all grant funds are spent before Dec 31, 2011.
